4. Wear to shackles. ​ Action: Monitor and replace when 40% worn. ​CHECKED

Climbing Frame
1. Timber has splits/shakes or cracks, potentially affecting stability. ​ Action: Monitor for instability or water ingress.
2. Surface corrosion/rust present. ​ Action: Treat the item.
3. Weed/vegetation growth on surfacing. ​ Action: Remove growth. ​CHECKED AND WILL DISCUSS WITH SITE INSPECTOR
4. Loose fixings. ​ Action: Secure all loose fixings. CHECKED
5. Connecting lugs showing wear. ​ Action: Monitor and repair as required. ​CHECKED
6. Bolt cap covers missing/damaged. ​ Action: Replace covers. ​
7. Paint flaking off metalwork. ​ Action: Rub down and repaint. ​

Crawling Tunnel
1. Tree debris on surface. ​ Action: Remove. ​DONE

Basket Swing - Type 1 ​
1. Timber has splits/shakes or cracks, potentially affecting stability. ​ Action: Monitor for instability or water ingress.
2. Ropes/nets worn/damaged. ​ Action: Monitor and repair/replace as required. ​
3. Wear to shackles. ​ Action: Monitor and replace when 40% worn. ​CHECKED
4. Strimmer/machinery damage on posts, potentially accelerating rot. ​ Action: Monitor for deterioration and replace as required. ​
5. Sanded wood causing delaminating, potentially leading to rot. ​ Action: Monitor for deterioration. 
6. Suspension fixings loose. ​ Action: Secure loose fixings. ​ CHECKED AND WILL DISCUSS WITH SITE INSPECTOR


Goal End (AREA TO BE DISCUSSED WITH SITE INSPECTOR)
1. Area around item eroded and slippery. ​ Action: Reinstate eroded area. ​
2. Tree canopy overhangs equipment, less than 2m clearance. ​ Action: Lift tree canopy to ensure minimum clearance. ​
3. Movement in foundations. ​ Action: Monitor for deterioration. ​
4. Timber rough/splintered. ​ Action: Remove rough/sharp edges. ​
5. Evidence of rot in timber. ​ Action: Monitor for deterioration and replace as required. ​


These findings highlight maintenance needs to ensure safety and functionality of the inspected items. ​
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
